Irrigation Technician Job Description


Position description:
The Irrigation Technician is a working member of the crew and supervises all work of an installation crew while insuring proper installation of irrigation systems. The Irrigation Installation Foreman ensures company policies, safety procedures, and guidelines are followed.  He / she oversees all work of the crew ensuring that jobs are completed on time, on budget and according to specifications.  He / she is responsible for the upkeep and maintenance of all equipment and vehicles used by the crew.  He / she trains crew members in the proper and safe operation of all equipment.  He / she provides instructions to customers regarding the operation of their system and answers any questions or concerns that they may have.

1. Reports to:
The Irrigation Installation Foreman reports directly to the VP of Operations depending upon the structure of the company.
2. Skill set and education requirements: The Irrigation Installation Foreman must possess the following skill set and educational background.
A. Minimum of five years’ experience in irrigation installation and diagnostics.
B. A high school degree or equivalent and a Certified Irrigation Technician (CIT) certification
C. A valid driver’s license and be insurable on company’s insurance policy
D. Proficient in both oral and written communications
E. Proficient in basic math
F. Physically able to handle lift 50+ lbs.

G. Able to communicate effectively in Spanish (orally and in writing)

H. Able to represent the company in a courteous and professional manner
I. Good people skills.

J. Self- motivated and able to work alone for long periods of time. 

3. Responsibilities:
A. Thoroughly understands and complies with company policy and safety manual

B. Reports any / all unsafe conditions or accidents

C. Properly and safely operates hand tools and equipment such as tractors, trenchers, pullers, compactors, chop saws, etc.

D. Communicates with customers regarding any questions or concerns they may have regarding their irrigation systems, and provides them with instructions on the standard operation of their system

E. Provides input to VP of Operations regarding yearly performance reviews for each of their crew members

F. Prepares all paperwork and As-builts upon completion of each project and turns in to VP of Operations.
G. Maintains all equipment being used by the crew and ensures equipment is kept in good operating condition

H. wear the proper uniforms and safety equipment as required (orange vests, hard hates, etc.)

I. Performs weekly maintenance of company vehicles (trucks and trailers), conducts safety inspection and ensures all equipment is clean 

J. Able to interact with clients in a professional and competent manner
